ORDINANCE NO.04132023_______

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HAYS, TEXAS, ESTABLISHING FEES FOR APPLICATIONS, PERMITS AND OTHER APPROVALS BY THE CITY OF HAYS; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY, OPEN MEETINGS AND EFFECTIVE DATE CLAUSES; AND PROVIDING FOR RELATED MATTERS.

WHEREAS, the charging and collecting of fees from applicants for approval of permits and other authorizations required under the ordinances of the City of Hays (“City”) is necessary to eliminate the cost to the citizens of the City to pay for the review, inspection and approval of applications submitted to the City and will protect the public health and welfare of the citizens of the City;

WHEREAS, the charging and collecting of fees for publications of City codes and ordinances and copies of City records requested under the Open Records Act is necessary and appropriate to reduce the cost of government paid for by the citizens of the City; 

WHEREAS, the City Council’s Finance Committee (“Committee”) has reviewed the City’s current fees and finds that such fees do not adequately cover the costs incurred by the City for reviewing, inspecting and approving the applications filed with the City and the costs of reproducing codes, ordinances and records of the City;

WHEREAS, the City Council tasked the Committee with reviewing and updating  the fees set forth in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto and incorporated herein, which they now recommend to City Council with the recommendation that such fees undergo annual review and revision.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HAYS, TEXAS, THAT:

Section 1.   Adoption of Findings of Fact. The findings and recitations set out in the preamble of this Ordinance are found to be true and correct and they are hereby adopted by the City Council and made part hereof for all purposes, as findings of fact.

Section 2.   Authorization. The prior fees set out in the City’s Code are hereby revised and updated consistent with Exhibit “A” and are hereby adopted and after the publication of the caption of this ordinance for the time and manner as required by the Tex. Loc. Government Code, be in force and effect within the City.
Section 3.  Penalty and Injunctive Relief:  Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance, or shall fail to comply therewith to Exhibit “A,” or with any of the requirements thereof, within the City limits shall be deemed guilty of an offense and, upon conviction, shall be liable for a fine not to exceed the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00), unless it relates to health, safety and welfare which shall not exceed One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).  Each day the violation exists shall constitute a separate offense. Such penalty shall be in addition to all the other remedies provided herein.  Any person who violates this article is subject to suit for injunctive relief as well as prosecution to seek penalties for the violations.

Section 4.  Repeal and Severability.  All prior Resolutions or Ordinances amending and/or adopting a Fee Schedule are hereby repealed to the extent addressed by Exhibit “A.”  If any provision of this article or the application of any provision to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of the ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this article are declared to be severable.

Section 5.  Effective Date:  This Ordinance and the new fees shall take effect May 1, 2023, subject to publication, and it is accordingly so resolved.

Section 6.  Open Meetings.  It is hereby officially found and determined that the meeting at which this Resolution was passed was open to the public, and public notice of the time, place and purpose of said meeting was given, as required by the Open Meetings Act, Chapter 551, Texas Government Code.

NOTES:

1. Double Permit Fees will be charged for any work started before signing the permit.

2. No new permits will be issued until all permit fees have been paid.

3. A Stop Work Order will be issued on all permits where reinspection fees of $300 or more are owed.

4. All fees must be paid current before the final inspection is performed.

5. Resident occupancy prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy will result in a fee not to exceed $100 per calendar day the violation occurs.

* Professional service deposits are required on plat and site development permits submissions requiring legal, engineering and/or other professional service reviews or consultations. Deposits will be calculated based on $1,000.00 per acre not to exceed $10,000.00 for the initial deposit. Professional service fees will be deducted from the deposit as costs to the city are incurred at a rate of the actual cost of professional service plus 15%. Deposits must be maintained through the life of the project.
**In addition to the City fees and charges set forth herein, the applicant, proposer, developer, owner or subdivider shall reimburse and pay to the City the actual costs and expenses for professional services, including but not limited to engineers, attorneys and planners, incurred by the City with respect to such application, plan review, subdivision, plat, development, etc., plus 10% for City Administrative services associated with the Professional Services and Fees.
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
